Pueblo people craft 
storyteller dolls. which is a tradition 
created in 1964. Plains nations (Arapaho, 
Pawnee, Crow and Dakota) hunted bison 
and used almost every single part of the 
animal in their everyday lives. 

In this book, you'llleal11 how to act at 
a powwow (and how not to act). You'll 
learn some stereotypes and truths 
(traditional clothing is not, for instance. 
a "costume"). If you're a crafty kid, this 
book has directions for many everyday 
thingsyou can make that are similar 
to traditional Native American items. 
There are games to play, recipes to try, 
famous (and not-so-famous) people to 
learn about, stories to tell at your next 
sleepover, and some cool new words 
that will surprise your friends.
